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Introduction 

The gospel [Greek: euaggelion] as is the good news of salvation made possible through Jesus 
Christ our Savior. An evangelist [Greek: euaggelistes] as is a bringer/proclaimer of good news.” 
The work of preaching is communicated through the Greek verb euaggelizō, a compound of eu 
[good] and aggelos [a messenger, angel], meaning “to announce good news” [2097].  

Modern liberalism repudiates the gospel as bad news, contending Christianity and the Bible are 
sources of misery, suffering, and woe. Nevertheless, the truth of God stands. The Gospel of Jesus 
Christ is, indeed, good news. In this lesson, let us consider man’s universal need, God’s universal 
provision, and our universal responsibility.  

Universal Need 

All have sinned (Ecclesiastes 7:20; Romans 3:9-23; Galatians 3:22). 

Ecclesiastes 7:20 ... 20 Indeed, there is not a righteous man on earth who continually 
does good and who never sins. (NASB95) 

Romans 3:9-23 ... 9 What then? Are we better than they? Not at all; for we have already 
charged that both Jews and Greeks are all under sin; 10 as it is written, “There is none 
righteous, not even one; 11 There is none who understands, There is none who seeks for 
God; 12 All have turned aside, together they have become useless; There is none who 
does good, There is not even one.” 13 “Their throat is an open grave, With their tongues 
they keep deceiving,” “The poison of asps is under their lips”; 14 “Whose mouth is full 
of cursing and bitterness”; 15 “Their feet are swift to shed blood, 16 Destruction and 
misery are in their paths, 17 And the path of peace they have not known.” 18 “There is 
no fear of God before their eyes.” 19 Now we know that whatever the Law says, it speaks 
to those who are under the Law, so that every mouth may be closed and all the world may 
become accountable to God; 20 because by the works of the Law no flesh will be justified 
in His sight; for through the Law comes the knowledge of sin. 21 But now apart from the 
Law the righteousness of God has been manifested, being witnessed by the Law and the 
Prophets, 22 even the righteousness of God through faith in Jesus Christ for all those 
who believe; for there is no distinction; 23 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory 
of God, (NASB95) 

Galatians 3:22 ... 22 But the Scripture has shut up everyone under sin, so that the 
promise by faith in Jesus Christ might be given to those who believe. (NASB95) 
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All will die (Genesis 3:19; Ecclesiastes 9:2-6; Romans 5:12). 

Genesis 3:19 ... 19 By the sweat of your face You will eat bread, Till you return to the 
ground, Because from it you were taken; For you are dust, And to dust you shall return.” 
(NASB95) 

Ecclesiastes 9:2-6 ... 2 It is the same for all. There is one fate for the righteous and for 
the wicked; for the good, for the clean and for the unclean; for the man who offers a 
sacrifice and for the one who does not sacrifice. As the good man is, so is the sinner; as 
the swearer is, so is the one who is afraid to swear. 3 This is an evil in all that is done 
under the sun, that there is one fate for all men. Furthermore, the hearts of the sons of 
men are full of evil and insanity is in their hearts throughout their lives. Afterwards they 
go to the dead. 4 For whoever is joined with all the living, there is hope; surely a live dog 
is better than a dead lion. 5 For the living know they will die; but the dead do not know 
anything, nor have they any longer a reward, for their memory is forgotten. 6 Indeed 
their love, their hate and their zeal have already perished, and they will no longer have a 
share in all that is done under the sun. (NASB95) 

Romans 5:12 ... 12 Therefore, just as through one man sin entered into the world, and 
death through sin, and so death spread to all men, because all sinned— (NASB95) 

All will be judged (Acts 17:30-31; 2 Corinthians 5:10-11; Revelation 20:11-15). 

Acts 17:30-31 ... 30 “Therefore having overlooked the times of ignorance, God is now 
declaring to men that all people everywhere should repent, 31 because He has fixed a 
day in which He will judge the world in righteousness through a Man whom He has 
appointed, having furnished proof to all men by raising Him from the dead.” (NASB95) 

2 Corinthians 5:10-11 ... 10 For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, 
so that each one may be recompensed for his deeds in the body, according to what he has 
done, whether good or bad. 11 Therefore, knowing the fear of the Lord, we persuade 
men, but we are made manifest to God; and I hope that we are made manifest also in 
your consciences. (NASB95) 

Revelation 20:11-15 ... 11 Then I saw a great white throne and Him who sat upon it, from 
whose presence earth and heaven fled away, and no place was found for them. 12 And I 
saw the dead, the great and the small, standing before the throne, and books were 
opened; and another book was opened, which is the book of life; and the dead were 
judged from the things which were written in the books, according to their deeds. 13 And 
the sea gave up the dead which were in it, and death and Hades gave up the dead which 
were in them; and they were judged, every one of them according to their deeds. 14 Then 
death and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. This is the second death, the lake of 
fire. 15 And if anyone’s name was not found written in the book of life, he was thrown 
into the lake of fire. (NASB95) 
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Universal Provision 

Christ died for all (Isaiah 53:4-6; 2 Corinthians 5:14-15; 1 Timothy 2:3-7).  

Isaiah 53:4-6 ... 4 Surely our griefs He Himself bore, And our sorrows He carried; Yet 
we ourselves esteemed Him stricken, Smitten of God, and afflicted. 5 But He was pierced 
through for our transgressions, He was crushed for our iniquities; The chastening for our 
well-being fell upon Him, And by His scourging we are healed. 6 All of us like sheep have 
gone astray, Each of us has turned to his own way; But the Lord has caused the iniquity 
of us all To fall on Him. (NASB95) 

2 Corinthians 5:14-15 ... 14 For the love of Christ controls us, having concluded this, 
that one died for all, therefore all died; 15 and He died for all, so that they who live 
might no longer live for themselves, but for Him who died and rose again on their behalf. 
(NASB95) 

1 Timothy 2:3-7 ... 3 This is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Savior, 4 who 
desires all men to be saved and to come to the knowledge of the truth. 5 For there is one 
God, and one mediator also between God and men, the man Christ Jesus, 6 who gave 
Himself as a ransom for all, the testimony given at the proper time. 7 For this I was 
appointed a preacher and an apostle (I am telling the truth, I am not lying) as a teacher 
of the Gentiles in faith and truth. (NASB95) 

The Gospel must be preached to all (Matthew 28:18-20; Mark 16:15-16; Luke 24:44-49).  

Matthew 28:18-20 ... 18 And Jesus came up and spoke to them, saying, “All authority has 
been given to Me in heaven and on earth. 19 “Go therefore and make disciples of all the 
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, 20 
teaching them to observe all that I commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to 
the end of the age.” (NASB95) 

Mark 16:15-16 ... 15 And He said to them, “Go into all the world and preach the gospel 
to all creation. 16 “He who has believed and has been baptized shall be saved; but he 
who has disbelieved shall be condemned. (NASB95) 

Luke 24:44-49 ... 44 Now He said to them, “These are My words which I spoke to you 
while I was still with you, that all things which are written about Me in the Law of Moses 
and the Prophets and the Psalms must be fulfilled.” 45 Then He opened their minds to 
understand the Scriptures, 46 and He said to them, “Thus it is written, that the Christ 
would suffer and rise again from the dead the third day, 47 and that repentance for 
forgiveness of sins would be proclaimed in His name to all the nations, beginning from 
Jerusalem. 48 “You are witnesses of these things. 49 “And behold, I am sending forth the 
promise of My Father upon you; but you are to stay in the city until you are clothed with 
power from on high.” (NASB95) 
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Universal Responsibility 

Sinners must obey the gospel (Ezekiel 18:30-32; Acts 2:37-42; 2 Thessalonians 1:3-12).  

Ezekiel 18:30-32 ... 30 “Therefore I will judge you, O house of Israel, each according to 
his conduct,” declares the Lord God. “Repent and turn away from all your 
transgressions, so that iniquity may not become a stumbling block to you. 31 “Cast away 
from you all your transgressions which you have committed and make yourselves a new 
heart and a new spirit! For why will you die, O house of Israel? 32 “For I have no 
pleasure in the death of anyone who dies,” declares the Lord God. “Therefore, repent 
and live.” (NASB95) 

Acts 2:37-42 ... 37 Now when they heard this, they were pierced to the heart, and said to 
Peter and the rest of the apostles, “Brethren, what shall we do?” 38 Peter said to them, 
“Repent, and each of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of 
your sins; and you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. 39 “For the promise is for you 
and your children and for all who are far off, as many as the Lord our God will call to 
Himself.” 40 And with many other words he solemnly testified and kept on exhorting 
them, saying, “Be saved from this perverse generation!” 41 So then, those who had 
received his word were baptized; and that day there were added about three thousand 
souls. 42 They were continually devoting themselves to the apostles’ teaching and to 
fellowship, to the breaking of bread and to prayer. (NASB95) 

2 Thessalonians 1:3-12 ... 3 We ought always to give thanks to God for you, brethren, as 
is only fitting, because your faith is greatly enlarged, and the love of each one of you 
toward one another grows ever greater; 4 therefore, we ourselves speak proudly of you 
among the churches of God for your perseverance and faith in the midst of all your 
persecutions and afflictions which you endure. 5 This is a plain indication of God’s 
righteous judgment so that you will be considered worthy of the kingdom of God, for 
which indeed you are suffering. 6 For after all it is only just for God to repay with 
affliction those who afflict you, 7 and to give relief to you who are afflicted and to us as 
well when the Lord Jesus will be revealed from heaven with His mighty angels in flaming 
fire, 8 dealing out retribution to those who do not know God and to those who do not 
obey the gospel of our Lord Jesus. 9 These will pay the penalty of eternal destruction, 
away from the presence of the Lord and from the glory of His power, 10 when He comes 
to be glorified in His saints on that day, and to be marveled at among all who have 
believed—for our testimony to you was believed. 11 To this end also we pray for you 
always, that our God will count you worthy of your calling, and fulfill every desire for 
goodness and the work of faith with power, 12 so that the name of our Lord Jesus will be 
glorified in you, and you in Him, according to the grace of our God and the Lord Jesus 
Christ. (NASB95) 

Saints must teach sinners (Mark 6:7-13; 1 Corinthians 9:19-23; 2 Timothy 2:1-7).  

Mark 6:7-13 ... 7 And He summoned the twelve and began to send them out in pairs, and 
gave them authority over the unclean spirits; 8 and He instructed them that they should 
take nothing for their journey, except a mere staff—no bread, no bag, no money in their 
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belt— 9 but to wear sandals; and He added, “Do not put on two tunics.” 10 And He said 
to them, “Wherever you enter a house, stay there until you leave town. 11 “Any place 
that does not receive you or listen to you, as you go out from there, shake the dust off the 
soles of your feet for a testimony against them.” 12 They went out and preached that men 
should repent. 13 And they were casting out many demons and were anointing with oil 
many sick people and healing them. (NASB95) 

1 Corinthians 9:19-23 ... 19 For though I am free from all men, I have made myself a 
slave to all, so that I may win more. 20 To the Jews I became as a Jew, so that I might 
win Jews; to those who are under the Law, as under the Law though not being myself 
under the Law, so that I might win those who are under the Law; 21 to those who are 
without law, as without law, though not being without the law of God but under the law 
of Christ, so that I might win those who are without law. 22 To the weak I became weak, 
that I might win the weak; I have become all things to all men, so that I may by all means 
save some. 23 I do all things for the sake of the gospel, so that I may become a fellow 
partaker of it. (NASB95) 

2 Timothy 2:1-7 ... 1 You therefore, my son, be strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus. 
2 The things which you have heard from me in the presence of many witnesses, entrust 
these to faithful men who will be able to teach others also. 3 Suffer hardship with me, as 
a good soldier of Christ Jesus. 4 No soldier in active service entangles himself in the 
affairs of everyday life, so that he may please the one who enlisted him as a soldier. 5 
Also if anyone competes as an athlete, he does not win the prize unless he competes 
according to the rules. 6 The hard-working farmer ought to be the first to receive his 
share of the crops. 7 Consider what I say, for the Lord will give you understanding in 
everything. (NASB95) 

Conclusion 

Let us obey the gospel and devote our lives to faithful service (2 Peter 3:8-18).  

2 Peter 3:8-18 ... 8 But do not let this one fact escape your notice, beloved, that with the 
Lord one day is like a thousand years, and a thousand years like one day. 9 The Lord is 
not slow about His promise, as some count slowness, but is patient toward you, not 
wishing for any to perish but for all to come to repentance. 10 But the day of the Lord 
will come like a thief, in which the heavens will pass away with a roar and the elements 
will be destroyed with intense heat, and the earth and its works will be burned up. 11 
Since all these things are to be destroyed in this way, what sort of people ought you to be 
in holy conduct and godliness, 12 looking for and hastening the coming of the day of 
God, because of which the heavens will be destroyed by burning, and the elements will 
melt with intense heat! 13 But according to His promise we are looking for new heavens 
and a new earth, in which righteousness dwells. 14 Therefore, beloved, since you look for 
these things, be diligent to be found by Him in peace, spotless and blameless, 15 and 
regard the patience of our Lord as salvation; just as also our beloved brother Paul, 
according to the wisdom given him, wrote to you, 16 as also in all his letters, speaking in 
them of these things, in which are some things hard to understand, which the untaught 
and unstable distort, as they do also the rest of the Scriptures, to their own destruction. 
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17 You therefore, beloved, knowing this beforehand, be on your guard so that you are not 
carried away by the error of unprincipled men and fall from your own steadfastness, 18 
but grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. To Him be the 
glory, both now and to the day of eternity. Amen. (NASB95) 

Let us emulate the example of Philip the evangelist, who faithfully took advantage of 
opportunities for service and teaching (Acts 6:2-7; 8:4-8, 12-13, 25, 35-40; 21:8-9).  

Acts 6:2-7 ... 2 So the twelve summoned the congregation of the disciples and said, “It is 
not desirable for us to neglect the word of God in order to serve tables. 3 “Therefore, 
brethren, select from among you seven men of good reputation, full of the Spirit and of 
wisdom, whom we may put in charge of this task. 4 “But we will devote ourselves to 
prayer and to the ministry of the word.” 5 The statement found approval with the whole 
congregation; and they chose Stephen, a man full of faith and of the Holy Spirit, and 
Philip, Prochorus, Nicanor, Timon, Parmenas and Nicolas, a proselyte from Antioch. 6 
And these they brought before the apostles; and after praying, they laid their hands on 
them. 7 The word of God kept on spreading; and the number of the disciples continued to 
increase greatly in Jerusalem, and a great many of the priests were becoming obedient to 
the faith. (NASB95) 

Acts 8:4-8 ... 4 Therefore, those who had been scattered went about preaching the word. 
5 Philip went down to the city of Samaria and began proclaiming Christ to them. 6 The 
crowds with one accord were giving attention to what was said by Philip, as they heard 
and saw the signs which he was performing. 7 For in the case of many who had unclean 
spirits, they were coming out of them shouting with a loud voice; and many who had been 
paralyzed and lame were healed. 8 So there was much rejoicing in that city. (NASB95) 

Acts 8:12-13 ... 12 But when they believed Philip preaching the good news about the 
kingdom of God and the name of Jesus Christ, they were being baptized, men and women 
alike. 13 Even Simon himself believed; and after being baptized, he continued on with 
Philip, and as he observed signs and great miracles taking place, he was constantly 
amazed. (NASB95) 

Acts 8:25 ... 25 So, when they had solemnly testified and spoken the word of the Lord, 
they started back to Jerusalem, and were preaching the gospel to many villages of the 
Samaritans. (NASB95) 

Acts 8:35-40 ... 35 Then Philip opened his mouth, and beginning from this Scripture he 
preached Jesus to him. 36 As they went along the road they came to some water; and the 
eunuch said, “Look! Water! What prevents me from being baptized?” 37 [And Philip 
said, “If you believe with all your heart, you may.” And he answered and said, “I believe 
that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.”] 38 And he ordered the chariot to stop; and they 
both went down into the water, Philip as well as the eunuch, and he baptized him. 39 
When they came up out of the water, the Spirit of the Lord snatched Philip away; and the 
eunuch no longer saw him, but went on his way rejoicing. 40 But Philip found himself at 
Azotus, and as he passed through he kept preaching the gospel to all the cities until he 
came to Caesarea. (NASB95) 
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Acts 21:8-9 ... 8 On the next day we left and came to Caesarea, and entering the house of 
Philip the evangelist, who was one of the seven, we stayed with him. 9 Now this man had 
four virgin daughters who were prophetesses. (NASB95)
